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Sidney Stringer Primary Academy opened in 

September 2015 with two forms of entry for 

reception children. It is part of the Sidney 

Stringer Multi Academy Trust, which 

includes Radford Primary Academy, 

Ernesford Grange Community Academy, 

Riverbank Academy and Sidney Stringer. All 

schools are working together with the 

ambition of becoming outstanding. 

 

Sidney Stringer Primary has 180 children across Reception, Year 1 & 2 and is over subscribed. In 

September 2018 we will admit another 60 children into Reception and our Year 2 children will move 

into Year 3. The school will expand by two forms of entry every year until full in 2021 with a capacity of 

420 children.
